Bu c¢ahgmada, yabanci dil Ogretmenlerinin kullandiklari sOylem belirtegleri ve
baglamlagtirma ipuglarmin iglevleri incelenmistir. Arastima, Yildiz Teknik Universitesi
Yabanci Diller Yiiksekokulu Hazirhk Boliimii’nde yiiriitiilmiigtiir. Aragtirma igin elde edilen
veri tabani, aragtirmacinn katilime:r gézlemci olarak bulundugu iki ayr1 6gretmenin siifinda
yapilan toplam 14 saatlik ders kayd: ile olusturulmugtur. Bu sdzlii dil metinleri, ders kayd
yapildiktan sonra geviri yaziya doniigtiiriiliip ¢éziimlenmigtir.

Yapilan ¢6ziimlemede, baglamlagtirma ipuglann bigiminde ele alman sOylem
belirteglerinin, belirli iglevleri yerine getirmek icin kullamildifi ve bu belirteglerin aym
zamanda Ogretmenlerin  kullandiklar: iletigim stratejilerinin de yansmmasi olarak ele
alinabilecegi belirlenmigtir.

Birinci boliimde, aragtirmanin problem durumu, amaci, aragtirma ve veri toplama
ybntemi, ve aragtirmanm yiirGtilldiigi okulun baglamsal &zellikleri yer almaktadr. Ikinci
bélimde, yabancit dil Ogretmenlerinin kullandiklari sSylem belirtegleri ve baglamlagtirma
ipuglarmnin belirlenmesi amaciyla yapilan ¢6ziimlemeye temel olusturan konu ile ilgili ¢aliyma
ve aragtirmalar iizerinde durulmustur. Uglincii bdliimde, yapilan ders kayitlarina dayal olarak
well, I mean, you know, now, okay, so, because, but, and, or, all right, actually, anyway
belirtegleri incelenmig ve her bir iglevin nasil gergeklestigi, ilgili derslere dayali agiklamalaria
verilmigti. DOrdiincii  boliimde, Ggretmenlerin  kullandiklar1  s6ylem belirtegleri ve
baglamlagtrma ipuglarmin  iglevleri, Ogretmenlerin uyguladiklar1 iletigim stratejileri
cercevesinde ele alinmugtir. Beginci boliimde, bulgularin dzeti ve konu ile ilgili tartigmalar yer
almaktadir.

Bu aragtirma, Yildiz Teknik Universitesi Yabanci Diller Yiiksekokulu Ingilizce Hazirhik
Boliimii’'nde gOrev yapmakta olan iki Ogretmenin kullandiklari sdylem belirtegleri ve
baglamlagtirma ipuglarmin iglevlerini, 6gretmenlerin girdi saglamadaki roliine bagh olarak
uyguladiklar: iletigim stratejileri cecevesinde belirlemek amaciyla yiiriitiilmiigtiir.

Bu amagla, yaklagik bir ay siiren veri toplama siireci sonunda, iki §gretmenin toplam 14
saatlik ders kayd: ¢eviri yaziya dokiilmiis ve elde edilen veri tabani, konugma ¢dziimlemesi ve
etkilegimsel toplumdilbilim ¢ergevesinde incelenmistir.

Aragtirmanin sonucunda, well, I mean, you know, now, okay, so, because, but, and, or,
all right, actually, anyway belirteglerinin, ‘kargithk belirtme’, ‘konudan konuya gegisi
belirtme’, ‘duraksamalar1 doldurma’, ‘Grneklendirme’, ‘bagint1 kurma’, ‘bir anlatiin Snemli
oldugunu belirtme’, ‘iletilmig bilgiyi degerlendirme’, ‘séylemi béliimlere aywma’, ‘Ggrenciye
konugmas: icin s6z verme’, ‘neden belirtme’, ‘secenek sunma’ olarak 11 ayr iglevie
kullanddi1 belirlenmigtir. Bu iglevler aym zamanda, konuya yOnelik stratejiler, karsidaki
kiginin boyun egmesini saglayan stratejiler, duruma yonelik stratejiler, kisinin kendine
yOnelik olan stratejiler ve amaca yonelik stratejilerinin yansimasi olarak da ortaya gikmustir,
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ABSTRACT

This study aims to identify the functions of discourse markers and contextualisation cues
used by teachers of English, through the communication strategies they employ.

The research was carried out at Yildiz Technical University English Preparatory School.
The data is based on a 14 — hour — lesson record of two teachers. The data collection process
took one month. The collected data was transcribed and analysed according to ‘Conversation
Analysis’ and ‘Interactional Sociolinguistic’ approaches.

According to the research findings, it was found that the discourse markers namely, well,
I mean, you know, now, okay, so, because, but, and, or, allright, actually, anyway have
functions such as showing contrast, topic shifting, pause filling, exemplification, showing
relation, focus marking, evaluating an utterance, dividing speech into chunks, turn giving,
showing reason and providing options. Besides, these functions reveal different
communication strategies that the teachers employ. These strategies are: issue-directed
strategies, compliance gaining strategies, situation .- directed strategies, self directed
strategies, other-directed strategies, and goal - directed strategies.



1. GIRiS

Bu bdlimde, aragtirmanmn problem durumu, aragtirmanin amact ve yéntemi, veri toplama

y8ntemi, ve arasgtrmanin yiiriitiildiigi okulun baglamsal 6zellikleri yer almaktadir.
1.1 PROBLEM DURUMU

1970’lerden sonra yabanci dil Ggretimini daha etkin kilma arayiglari, aragtirmacilari
ybntemsel degisiklik Onerisinden ¢ok Ogrencilerin §grenme bigimleri ve &gretim ortamunin
etkilesimsel 6zelliklerine iliskin sorgulamalara g6tiirmiistiir. Yapilan aragtirmalarda sezgisel
modelden diizgi modeline, diizgli modelinden sbylem ¢8ziimlemesine gegigle birlikte smf
ortaminin etkilegimsel biitlinliigli icinde degerlendirilmesi geregi ortaya gikmugtir. Iletigimsel
dil 8gretim yOnteminin uygulanmaya baglamasi ile birlikte, 6gretmen konugmasmm dil
Ogretimindeki yeri ve 6nemi konusunda gegitli tartigmalat ortaya konmugtur. Bu tartigmalar
cercevesinde, dncelikle §gretmen konusmasinin azaltilmasi ve Ggrencinin sinif igi etkilegimde
daha etkin bigimde yer almasi geregi vurgulanmustir. Bu goriislin temelinde, smif digt
etkilesim ortamlarindaki 6zelliklerin suuf ortamina yansitilmasi gériigi yatmaktadir. Ancak
Cullen (2002), tartigmanin &gretmen konusinasmm azligl ya da g:oklugu degil; niteligi
yoniinde ele alinmasin1 vurgulamaktadir,

Stylem ¢Oziimleme yaklagimlarn olarak konugma ¢oziimlemesi ve etkilegimsel
toplumdilbilim gergevesinde yapilacak caligmalarla yabanci dil §gretmenlerinin kullandiklari
sOylem belirtegleri ve baglamlagtrma ipuglarnin ¢Sziimlenmesi, simf igi etkilegimde
Ogretmenin kullandif1 dilin en kiigiik bir ayrntisinin bile ne denli etkili ve dnemli oldugunu
ortaya koyacaktir. Ofretmen konusmasmmn smuf i¢i etkilesimi bigimlendirmedeki rolii
yalnizca sorular ve diniitler gibi belirli dilsel yapilar ¢ercevesinde degil, sdylem belirtegleri
ve baglamlagtirma ‘ipuq,lanmn islevlerinin belirlenmesine gére de agiklanabilir. Bu nedenle,
bu yaklagimlar cercevesinde yapilan smf igi sdylem g¢aligmalariyla stylem belirtegleri ve
baglamlagtirma ipuglarmnin iletigimsel iglevierinin, dilsel ve etkilegimsel baglam gergevesinde
belirlenmesi ve degisik iletigim stratejilerinin yansunasi olarak ele alinmasi gerekmektedir.

1.2 ARASTIRMANIN AMACI /
Bu ¢ahgmada, yabanci dil Ingilizce 6gretmenlerinin kullandiklar1 sSylem belirtegleri ve
baglamlagtirma ipuglarmm iglevieri, Ogretmenlerin girdi saglamadaki rolilne bagh olarak

uyguladiklar1 stratejiler g¢ergevesinde incelendi. Betimleyici nitelikteki bu galisma igin veri



tabani, Y1ldiz Teknik Universitesi Yabanci Diller Yiiksekokulu Temel Ingilizce Blimiinde
hazirhk egitimi alan Ofrencilerin smiflarinda yapilan ders kayitlarina dayali olarak
olusturuldu. Elde edilen sdzel etkilesim metinleri Oncelikle yabanci dil Ogretmenlerinin
kullandiklar1 séylem belirtegleri ve baglamlagtirma ipuglarmin iglevleri agisindan incelendi.
Daha sonra bu iglevler, Ogretmenlerin kullandiklar: iletigim stratejilerinin  yansimasi

cergevesinde ele alinda,
1.3 ARASTIRMA VE VERi TOPLAMA YONTEMI

Yabanci dil 6gretmenlerinin kullandif1 s6ylem belirtegleri ve baglamlagtirma ipuglarin
islevlerinin belirlenmesi amaciyla yiiriitiilen bu arastirmada elde edilen veri tabani, ‘konusma
¢Oziimlemesi’ ve ‘etkilesimsel toplumdilbilim’ kuramlar1 cergevesinde incelenmistir. Bu
yiizden, yapilan ders kayitlarmdan elde edilen stzel etkilesim metinleri, bu kuramlar s1i3inda
¢Ozlimlenmigtir.

Konugsma ¢Oziimlemesi yaklagmm {i¢ varsayima dayanmaktadir: 1. Konugma,
katluncilarm  etkilegimiyle diizenlenir. 2. Konugma sirasi, baglam degistikge yeniden
bi¢imlenir. 3. Yapilan ¢oziimleme, yalmzca kitaplardan edinilen bilimsel diisiinceye degil,
yasamsal deneyimlere ve gbzlemlere de dayanmalidir. Bu galismada yapilan ¢bziimlemede de
aragtrmacinm katihime: gézlemci olarak bulundugu smif ortamindan elde edilen veri, hem
teyp kaydma hem de smuf gbzlemine dayali olarak smif baglami iginde ¢Oziimlenmigtir
(Heritage, 1984:241-4, almti Silverman, 2001). Bunun diginda konugma g¢oziimlemesi
yaklagimma gore, sozel etkilegimin belli bir yapisi vardir ve etkilesim bigimini belitleyen
temel etken ise etkilesimin baglamudir. Bu baglam iginde gergeklesen etkilegimin hi¢ bir
ayrintis1 diizensiz, rastlantisal ya da ilgisiz oldugu gerekgelerle g6z ardi edilemez (Heritage,
1984; alint1 Schiffrin, 1994:236). Yiiriitiilen bu aragtirmada da baglamla ilgili elde edilen tiim

bilgiler, verilerin ¢dziimlenmesinde birer ipucu olarak g6z 6niinde bulundurulmustur.

Bu aragtrmanm dayandifi ikinci kuram olan etkilegimsel toplumdilbilim yaklagiminda
ise, hangi baflamda kimin kiminle nerede ve ne zaman etkilesimde bulundugu, etkilesimin
hem sdzel hem de ses tonu, duraksamalar, el, yiiz hareketleri, beden durusu gibi sézel
olmayan niteliklerin hangi béglamlarda ortaya ¢iktigt ile ilgilenilmekte ve kigilerin degisik
baglamlarda etkilesimde bulunduklari kisilere karsi gelistirdikleri sOylem stratejileri
incelenmektedir (Toks6z, 2000). Bu stratejilerin belirlenmesi igin izlenebilecek en uygun
yontem, dogal etkilesim ortamlarmda kayit yoluyla veri toplamaktir (Silverman, 2001:159).
Ancak Labov’ a gore (1970; alint1 Toksdz, 2000:120-21), kigiler normal konugma bigimlerini

belli bir gézlem ya da kayit sirasinda degistirebilirler. Bu nedenle, yapilan kimi ¢aliymalarda
bu durumu ortadan kaldirmak igin gesitli ¢6ziim yollar1 Snerilmigtir. Ornegin Milroy (1980;
almt1 Toks6z, 2000:121), gozlem yapti1 ortamda bir arkadagin arkadag: olarak tanitibmig ve
uzun siireyle konugma dilini kayit yapma olanag bulmugstur. Nordberg (1980, alint: Milroy,
1987:63), grup dinamigi giiglii olan, bir bagka deyisle yakm iligkiler icinde olan kisilerin
olugturdugu gruplarda kaytt yoluyla elde edilen verilerin dogal etkilesim ortamum
bozmadigm ileri stirmektedir. Bu ylizden, arastirma igin veri toplanmast amaciyla yapilan ses
kaydmin dogal etkilegim ortamm bozmadif diigtiniilmektedir.

Sacks’ a gore (1992; alint1 Silverman, 2001:161), konugmalar kayit edi}dikten sonra geviri
yaziya donigtiirilmelidir. Cunko, konugma sirasinda ortaya ¢tkan sessizlik, aym anda
konusma, i¢ gecirme gibi oldukgca Onemli detaylan aklimizda tutamayiz ya da notlarimz
yetersiz kalabilir. Bu nedenle, yapilan aragtirmada ses kayitlan kaydedilip geviri yaziya

dontgtiirilmiigtiir.

Arastirma igin elde edilen ham veri tabam, B (orta diizey) 6grencilerin olusturdugu iki
ayri simfiaki genel Ingilizce derslerinde yapilmigtir. Aragtirma 2002-2003 bahar yartyilmm
ikinci ayinda yiiriitlilmiis ve yaklagik bir ay siiren ders kayitlan: ile olusturulmustur. Her iki
sinifta yediser saat ders kayd: yapilmig ve toplam on dort saat genel Ingilizce dersi, ders saati
baglangicindan itibaren kayit edilmistir. Derste yapilan dinleme ve okuma etkinliklerinin
yapildigs boliimler kayit edilmemigtir. Yapilan ders kayitlarmm birbirini takip eden derslerden
olugmasina 6zen goOsterilmigtir. Ceviri yaziya ddniistiiriilen konugma metinlerinde, yabanci dil
Ogretmenlerine ‘Ggretmen I’ ve ‘Ggretmen II’ adlar1 verilmigtir. Ogretmenler ‘T’ (teacher)
Ogenciler ‘S’ (student) olarak adlandirilmugtir. Ders kaydi yapilmadan dnce, smflarda neden
ders kaydi yapilacagi 6grencilerin istegi iizerine kendilerine anlatilmistir, Sinflaninda ders
kayd1 yapilan Ogrenciler, gézlem ve konugma kayitlarina karst oldukca olumiu bir tutum

icindeydiler. Hemen hemen hepsi bir aragtirmanin pargast olmaktan mutluydu.

Aragtirmanm  yiiriitiildiigi smiflarda haftada toplam 15 Saat genel Ingilizce dersi
yapilmustr ve ‘English File’ (Oxeden ve Latham-Koenig, 2001) adl orta ileri (upper-
intermediate) diizeyde olan ders kitabi okutulmugtur. Bu kitap, yedi {initeden olusmaktadir.
Yapilan derslerde diltbilgisi konular1 tekrari yamsira belirli konularda kimi zaman okuma
pargalarmm yardumyla kelime 6gretimine gidilmigtir. Yazma becerisi ise, dgrencilere ayr1 bir
ders olarak verildiginden kitap iginde siras1 geldigi zaman yapilmamaktadir.



1.4 ARASTIRMANIN YORUTULDUGU KURUMUN BAGLAMSAL
OZELLIKLERI

Bu arastirma, Yidiz Teknik Universitesi Yabanci Diller Yiiksekokulu’na bagh temel
ingilizce boliimiindeki hazirlk egitimi alan B diizeyi iki simufta yiiriitiilmiistiir. Temel
Ingilizce Boliimii ingilizce hazirlk gretiminden sorumludur. Yildiz Teknik Universitesine
her yeni kayit olan Sgrenci dncelikle bir Ingilizce yeterlilik smavina alnir. Bu smav her yil
Eyliil aymda yapﬂmaktg,dlr. Smav goktan segmeli bir smavdir ve diizeyi orta-ileri diizeydir.
Swnavdan baraj notu olan %60 ve iizerini alan 6grenciler Ingilizce hazirlik 8grenimini almaz
ve dogrudan boliimiine kayit olur. Yeterlilik sinavinda bagari notu % 59 ve altinda olan

ogrenciler iki yar1 y1l siireyle Ingilizce hazirhk 6grenimi gériir.

Oprenciler aldiklar1 puanlara gore A (fleri) B (Orta) C (Temel) diizeyinde simflara
yerlestirilirler. Her yaryilda 16 hafta o6gretim yapilir. Ogrenciler, diizeylerine gére haftada
20(A), 23(B), 27(C), saat Ingilizce 6grenimi goriirler. Bu iki yanyillik hazirfhk 6gretimi
sonunda ogrenciler bir yeterlilik sinavina girerler. Ayrica A (ileri) ve B (orta) diizey
ogrencileri gereken not ortalamasim sagladiginda giiz yanyth sonunda yapilan yeterlilik

sinavina da girebilirler.

Hazirhk 6gretimi sonunda basarili olan ogrenciler, kendi bolimlerine kaydolurlar.
Bagarisiz olan ogrenciler ise isterlerse yaz Ogretimine devam edebilirler. Yaz 6gretimine
katilmayan baganisiz ogrenciler ise bir sonraki 6gretim yih baginda olan yeterlilik sinavina
katilirlar. Bu sinavda da bagansiz olan 6grencilere son olarak bir sonraki 6gretim yili haziran

yeterlilik smavina ve yaz 63retimine katiima hakki verilir'

Bu galisma ‘B’ diizeyi simflarda yiritilmistir ve derslerinde kayit yapilan iki 6gretmen
de bayandir. Her iki 6gretmen de Ingilizce dgretmenligi bolimii mezunudur ve 6gretmenlik

deneyimleri 10 yildir.

Bir sonraki boliimde, yabanci dil 6gretmenlerinin kullandiklari s6ylem belirtecleri ve
baglamiagtirma ipuglar1 konusunda yiiriitiilmiis olan galigmalar ve aragtirmalar ele almacaktir.

Oncelikle, yabanci dil siuflarinda smif
ici etkilesim ve sSylem c¢bziimlemesi komusu ele alinacak; daha sonra aragtirmaya temel
olugturan konugyma ¢dziimlemesi ve etkilesimsel toplumdilbilim yaklagmlar {izerinde
duruiacaktir. Bu yaklagunlar gercevesinde ‘stylem belirtegleri’ ve ‘baglamlagtirma ipuglarr’
genel islevieriyle betimlenecek ve konu ile ilgili aragtirmalar sunulacaktir,

2.1 YABANCI DiL. SINIFLARINDA SINIF iCi ETKILESIiM VE SOYLEM
COZUMLEMESI ‘

Smif ici etkilesim, smif icinde ortaya ¢ikan s6zel ya da s6z di iletisim bigimidir
{(Richards vd., 1985). Smif igi etkilesim tizerine 1960’larm sonlarmdan baglayarak pek ¢ok
cahgma ve aragtirma yapimistir, Yapian bu gahgmalar dilsel, toplumsal, insanbilimsel ve
ruhbilimse! alanda defigiklik gOstermektedir. Stubbs’a gtre (1984), smif i¢i etkilegimi
goziimlemek igin sezgisel gozlemiler (insightful observation), diizgii modelleri (coding
schemes) ve sdylem ¢oziimlemesi (discourse analysis) olmak {izere iy ayn yontem

kullamlmgtyr.

Sezgisel gozlem aragtrmalarl, ders kayitlart {izerine yapilan ayrmtih bir yorum
icermektedir. Ingiliz dil diigiintiri Barnes’m (1969) gelistirdigi iletisim ve dgrenme modeli,
sezpisel pozleme dayah aragtrmaya Ornek verilebilir. Bu model ile birlikte, pek ¢ok
Opretmenin daba Once ayrdma varmadify smif igindeki dil kullanmm ile ilgili bilgi edinmesi
saglanmustir. Ancak bu tiir bir gabyma, yalnrzca aragtumacmm izlenimini ve yorumunu
igerdifi; toplumsal ve insanbilimsel disiplinler iginde gelisen ySmtemlerden yoksun oldugu
i¢in gegerlilik agismdan sorgulanmaktadr (Stubbs, 1984).

Ikinci aragtirma tiirii olan diizgii modelleri (coding schemes), dilsel birimleri siralayan ve
smiflandiran kilmelerden olugmaktadir. Bu tiir bir yaklagmn, kaynafm Amerikan toplum
ruhbilimeisi Robert Bales’in 1950°1i yillarda gelistirdigi bir modelden almustir, Sumf iginde
kultamlan dil ile ilgili olarak Flanderes (1970) tarafmdan gelistirilmis bu tiir bir galiymada, bir
Bgretmenin ders swrasmda Sfrenci ile etkilegiminde ortaya gikan 10 davramsg tiirli agagidaki
tabloda gosterildigi bigimde betimlenmigtir:

Flanders’m gelistirdigi bu modelle, degisik iilkelerdeki OSgretmenlerin suuf iginde
kullandiklar: dilin miktar: ve nitelii arasindaki ayriliklar belirlenmigtir.

Smif i¢i etkilesimin incelenmesi amaciyla geligtirilmis bir bagka diizgii model &rnedi ise,
Sinclair ve Coulthard tarafindan (1975) geligtirilmigtir. Bu model ile Sinclair ve Coulthard,
siif sGylemi ile ilgili galiymalara Onciiliik etmis ve tipik bir smf ortamunda gergeklesen
etkilesim yapisint belirlemislerdir. Bu smif i¢i etkilegim modelinde, smuf ortammndaki 6grenci-
Ogretmen etkilesimiyle ortaya ¢ikan dil Gzellikleri incelenmektedir. Yapilan incelemede sinif
ici etkilesim, ders, iglemler, degisimler, katilimlar, edimler olmak {izere bes Dbirim
cergevesinde betimlenmigtir. Bu modeldeki en biiyiikk birim olan ders ‘iglemler’den
(transactions), her islem ‘degigimler’den (exchanges), her bir degigim ‘katihmlardan’

liglinciistinii ‘siirdlirme’ (follow up) olarak belirlemiglerdir. Smmf sSyleminin hiyerarsik
yapisal birimler ¢ergevesinde incelendifi bu etkilesim modeli gercevesinde yapilan
¢Ozlimlemelerde, Sgretmenin ve 6Zrencinin konugmas: sinifin etkilegsimsel baglammdan ayn
bicimde incelendiinden smuf igi iletisimin biitlinligli yansitilmamaktadir. Bu bakimdan
yapilan ¢Oziimlemelerde, Ofretmen - Sgrenci konusmasmm ayri ayri ele almmasi yerine

Ogretmen - grenci ve Ogrenci - 6grenci etkilegiminin de simuf igi sGylem biitiinliigii iginde ele
alinmasi gerekmektedir (Johnson, 1995:17).

Diizgii modelleri gergevesinde yapilan ¢dziimlemelerde Ogretmen Sgrenci konugmalar:
ayrt ayrt ele alinmakta smuf i¢i etkilesim bir biitlinliik iginde sunulmamaktadir. Bu da
Sgrencinin ve Ofretmenin etkilesimini yansitmamaktadir. Iletisimsel dil gretim y&nteminin
uygulanmaya baglamasi ile birlikte &gretmen konugmasmin dil &gretimindeki yeri ve 6nemi
konusunda ¢esitli tartigmalar ortaya konmugtur. Bu tartigmalar ¢ergevesinde Oncelikle
Ogretmen konugmasimn azaltilmas: ve 6grencinin smif igi etkilegsimde daba etkin bigimde yer
almasi geregi vurgulanmistir. Bu goriigiin temelinde, suuf digt etkilesim ortamlarmdaki
dzelliklerin smif ortamna yansttilmasi goriisli yatmaktadir. Ancak Cullen (2002), tartigmanin
Ogretmen konugmasmnm azh§i ya da c¢oklugu degil; niteligi yOniinde ele almmasint
vurgulamaktadir. Swmuf, kendi iginde bir etkilegim ortamudrr ve bu ortamun iletisimselliginin
kendi Ozellikleri gergevesinde vurgulanmasi gerekmektedir. Ayrica 6gretmen bu ortam iginde
bilgi kaynag: olan kigidir ve &grenilmesi / 6gretilmesi gereken konu ile ilgili girdi 6gretmen
tarafindan saglanmabdir. Iletisimsel dil Sgretim ySntemi gergevesinde ortaya g¢ikan bu tiir
tartigmalar 1giginda degerlendirildiginde, smmf séyleminin kendi gergekligi ve etkilesimsel
biitiinliigii iginde incelenmesi geregi dogmaktadir.

Stubbs’in belirledigi smf i¢i etkilesimi betimleyen iiglincii aragtirma tiirii ise, sdoylem
¢Oziimlemesidir. SSylem ¢Oziimlemesi, 1960 ve 70°l yillarda felsefe, ruhbilim, insanbilim,
gostergebilim, dilbilim, toplumbilim gibi degisik disiplinler i¢inde, insanlarin giinliik yasamda
degisik etkilesim ortamlarnda s6zlii ve yazii dili nasil kullandiklarini incelemek amaciyla
geligtirilmigtir ve s6zeylem kurami, etkilegimsel toplumdilbilim, konugma g¢6ziimlemesi,
iletigim etnografisi, edimbilim ve degiske ¢dziimlemesi gibi 6 ayr yaklasim gergevesinde
yapilan ¢6ziimlemeleri igermektedir (Mc Carthy, 1991:5).

Amerikali dil diigliniirlerinin sdylem ¢6ziimlemesi ¢aligmalari, toplumbilimin bir dali olan
ve insanlar arasinda sosyal etkilesimin nasil gergeklestigini inceleyen budunySntembilimsel
(ethnometodologic) yaklagmmdan etkilenmigtir. Gumperz (1982), Goffman (1963, 1974),
Sacks, Schegloff ve Jefferson (1974) gibi dil diigiiniirleri, s6zel etkilesimin nitelikleri tizerine
caligmalarda bulunmuglardir. Bu yaklagimlar ¢ercevesinde yapilan smf sOylemi
caligmalarinda, smuf i¢i etkilesimin deisik yOnleriyle ortaya ¢ikabilmesi i¢in konugma
¢oziimlemesi ve etkilegimsel toplumdilbilim yaklagmimma  dayahl ¢6z1"1m1emeler
Ongoriilmektedir. Bu tiir aragtirmalarm odak noktasmm Ogrencinin etkilesimi baglatmasi,



dgretmenin kullandig: stratejiler yoluyla 6grenci katilimini arttirmasi, sorular ve doniitlerin
islevleri, destekleyici Ggretmen konugmasmn Szellikleri gibi konular olusturmaktadir (van
Lier, 1988; Johnson, 1995; Tsui, 1995; Cullen, 2002).

Agagidaki bdliimde, smif s6ylemi {izerine yapilan galigmalarm temel kuramsal dayanagin
olugturan konugma ¢oziimlemesi ve etkilesimsel toplumdilbilim yaklagimlart ayrintili olarak
ele alinacak ve bu yaklagimlar ¢ercevesinde sylem belirtegleri ve baglamlagtirma ipuglarmin

islevleri incelenecektir.
2.1.1 KONUSMA COZUMLEMESi

Konugma ¢Oziimlemesi yaklagmm Erving Goffman’nin &grencileri olan Sacks ve
Schegloffun (1974) katkilariyla bigimlenmigtir. Budunydntembilimsel ¢aligmalarm Onciisii
Garfinkel’'m g¢aligmalarm inceleyen Sacks, bu ¢ahigmalar ve kendi goriisleri arasinda bir
baglant1 kurarak, 1963°de Los Angeles’da bir intihar Onleme merkezindeki yardim hattim
arayan kisilerin telefon kayitlarm ¢dziimleyerek bu yaklagimla ilgili ilk galismay1 yaprmgtir,
Sacks bu arastirmayla, telefonda konugan kigilerin konugma sirasim nasil diizenledigi

konusunda ipuglar: elde etmistir (Pomerantz ve Fehr, 1997:68; alnt1 A. van Dijk, 1997).

Konusma ¢8ziimlemesi, hem agiklayict hem de betimleyici bir yaklagimdir, Bunun
yamistra, belirli bir baglam gercevesinde gergeklesen bir etkilegimin nasil gergeklestigini ve bu
etkilesimin 6zelliklerinin neler oldugunu ortaya koyar (Schiffrin, 1994). Ornegin ders verme
ve not alma eylemleri bir ders i¢inde gergeklesir. Katilimcilar, gretmen ve Ogrencilerdir.
Ancak baglam degistikce katiimcilarm da konumlar1 degigir (M. H. Goodwin, 1980; C.
Goodwin, 1981; Schegloff, 1984; M. H. Goodwin, 1986; Heath, 1986; Schegloff, 1990).

Heritage’a gbre konugma ¢bziimlemesi ii¢ varsaymma dayanir: 1. Konugma, katilimeilarin
etkilegimiyle diizenlenir. 2. Konugma siras1 baglam degistikge yeniden bigimlenir. 3. Yapilan
¢oziimleme yalnizca kitaplardan edinilen bilimsel diiglinceye degil, yagamsal deneyimlere ve
gbzlemlere de dayanmalidir (1984:241-4, alint1 Silverman, 2001).

Konusma ¢dziimlemesi yaklagim gergevesinde smmf sdylemi iizerine yapilan galigmalarda
konugma sirasimn diizenlenigi, §gretmenin 6grenciye ne zaman hangi durumlarda s6z hakki
verdigi, sorular ve doniit yoluyla etkilesimin nasil bigimlendigi ele alnmaktadir (van Lier,
1988; Johnson, 1995; Tsui, 1995; Cullen, 2002).



2.1.2 ETKILESIMSEL TOPLUMPILBILIM

Konugma ¢oziimlemesi (Sacks, Sche;,;loﬂ" ve Jefferson, 1974) ve budunytntembiliminin
(Garfinkel, 1972) gelismesiyle birlikte 1970’lerden sonra sézel etkilesim tizerine yapilan
caliymalara ilgi artmugtr (Matrin-Jones, 1988). Yapilan konusma kayitlar, ceviri yaz
bigimine getirilip ¢dzlimlendifinde sdylem yaklagimlarmmn odak noktas: giderek toplum, ekin
ve dil olmaya baglamigtir. Bu tiir bir yaklagmma verilebilecek orneklerden biri Gumperz (1982)
ve Goffman’nin (1981) ¢ahgmalariyla bicimlenen etkilegimsel toplumdilbilimdir. Bu
yaklagim gergevesinde, kigilerin etkilegim sirasinda toplumsal ve ekinsel rollerine bagh olarak
degisik baglamlarda® etkilesimde bulunduklari kisilere kars1 gelistirdikleri sSylem stratejileri
incelenmektedir. Gumperz (1982:131), iletilere yiiklenen iglevler ve bu iletilerin alici iizerinde
ne tlir bir etki bwaktifiu incelemis; bu iglevlerin baglamlastirma ipuglariyla
(contextualization cues) belirlenebilecegini saptamustir.  Baglamlastirma ipuglari, konugma
ezgisi ve vurgu gibi hem sbzel; hem de yiiz hareketleri, beden durugu gibi sézel olmayan
anlatim bigimleri olabilir. Schiffrin’e gore (1994:106) bu ipuglary, aym zamanda konugmanm
bagladigim, bittifini ya da bir konusucunun sirasmmn geldigini belirtmektedir. Gumperi’m
(1982) 6ne stirdiigti baglamlagtirma ipuglar kavramm Goffman (1974) gerceveleme araclar
biciminde ele almugtir. Goffinan’a gore iletinin nasi algillandig1 o iletinin ciddi bigimde, saka
yoluyla, is konugmasi ya da glinliik konugma bigiminde olmasma baghdur.

Iletilmek istenen anlam,
konusmanin 6ncesinden ve sonrasindan, konuguculann kimliklerinden, konugma ortamindan yanit
veren kisinin jest ve mimiklerinden, ezgi ve vurgulamalanndan anlasilabilir.

Kargiikli konugma stirecinde, katthmcilardan her biri baglam® degistikge degisik
sozceler uretmektedir. Bu sozceler, kimi zaman ¢ok acikken kimi zaman yeteri kadar
anlagilir olmayabilir. Katilimcilardan her biri dile getirilen sozleri anladifi siirece iletiye
iligkin bir yorum yapabilir. Cogu zaman konusucu, kargi tarafa vermek istedigi iletinin
anlammin ne oldugu hakkinda kiiciik ipuglan vermektedir. Konugucunun ne demek istegi -
istii kapali da olsa - bu aynntilarda gizlidir (Johnstone, 2002). Katilimcilar, bu ipuglarina
dayanarak iletiyi anlamlagtirabilirler; ancak verilen bu ipuglan, katimcilardan biri
tarafindan anlagilmazsa yanliy yorumlamalar ortaya gikabilir. Baglamlagtirma ipuglan, boyle
bir durumda iletisimde bulunan katilimcilara baglamin ne oldugu ya da nasil degigtigine
iligkin bilgi vermektedir. Bir bagka degisle, katihmcilar tarafindan siirekli olarak kullamlan
ve ayirt edilen, ancak bilingli olarak iletilmeyen dilsel birimler olan baglamlastirma ipuglan
aym zamanda baglamsal on varsayimlarin da (contextual presuppositions) yapilmasini
saglar (Gumperz 1982:32). Etkilegimde bulunan kigilerden birinin alictya karst tutumunu da
ortaya koyan baglamlastirma ipuglari (Sciffrin 1994:402), her tiir etkilesim ortaminda ¢nemli

bir rol oynar.

Etkilegsimsel toplumdilbilim ¢ergevesinde yapilan. ¢éziimleme, iletisim siirecinde ortaya
cikan baglamlagtirma ipuglannin, kisilerin etkilesimde bulunduklan kisilere kargt gelistirdigi
iletigim stratejilerini ortaya ¢ikarmada da yardimc: olmaktadir. Bu stratejiler, etkilesim

siirecinde 6nemli rol oynamaktadir.

Konusma ¢éziimiemesinde ise baglam
etkilesimde bulunan bireylerin gerceklestirdigi metin olarak tanunlamr, Etkilegimosel toplumdilbilim ve iletisim
etnografisi ¢ergevesinde baglam, etkilegimde bulunan kigilerin toplumsal ekinsel kimlikleri, konusma ya da
etkilesimin gegtigi ortam, ekinsel yapi ve konusucu ve dinleyicinin paylagtify diistiniilen bilgi ile konusucu ve
dinleyicin toplumsal ve ekinsel kimlikleri gibi gesitli deBiskenler gz Oniinde bulundurularak ele alir

konusucunun ahiciya ilettigi bilginin anlamim belirlemez; ancak etkilegimi gerceklestiren kisiler iletilen bilgiyi
degisik bicimlerde baglamlastirirlar. Sonug olarak degisik bilgiler alici tarafindan degisik biimlerde yorumlanir
Goffinan’a gore (1963, alinti Schiffrin 1994:133-34) tiim iletiler degisik baglamlar icerisinde gelisir. Iietilen
bilgi ortaya giktif) zaman baglamin yorumsal yonii Snem kazamir.

Ogretmen kimi zaman bilingli olmadan ses tonunu yiikseltir ya da algaltir, konusma hizim
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digiirir ya da sdzciik segimine dikkat eder. Ofrenci de &gretmenin verdigi bu ipuglarmna
dayanarak baglamla ilgili varsaymmlar olugturur.

Etkilesimsel toplumdilbilim yaklagimi gergevesinde ele alman baglamlastirma ipuglari,
Gumperz’m (1982) deyimiyle, birbiriyle etkilesimde bulunan kigilerin bir etkilegim siirecinde
kullandiklar1 s6zel ya da s6zel olmayan gesitli anlatim birimleridir. Bu anlatim birimlerinin
yiiz yiize etkilesimde tistlendikleri iglevler, smmf sOylemi ile ilgili caligmalarda da ele
almmgtir. Ogretmen ve &grencilerin kullandiklar1 baglamlagtirma ipuglarmin ¢Sziimlenmesi
yoluyla, etkilesim siirecinde nasil bir yol izledikleri belirlenebilmektedir. Baglamlagtirma
ipuglart, yabanci dil dgretme ya da 6grenmede Snemli rol oynamaktadir. Bunun nedeni bu
dilsel birimlerin suuf igindeki 6gretmen - 6grenci ya da 6grenci - 6grenci arasindaki etkilesim
boyunca katihimcilara kendi rolleri ve olugan baglamla ilgili neler olup bittigine iligkin
ipuglar: vermesidir (Martin-Jones, 1998).

Baglamlagtirma ipuglan, sumf icindeki bir g¢aligma smrasinda sxmf Ofretmeni tarafindan
kullanildiginda sGylem akigini diizenleme ve igerigi degistirebilme, konugma sirasmn kimde
oldugunu, hangi konunun etkilegim sirasinda ortaya ¢ikan baglama uygun oldugunu belirleme
agisindan da etkili olmaktadir (Dorr-Bremme, 1990:398).

Alici, konugucu tarafindan iletilen dolayh ipuglarmi algilamada giigliik gektiginde ya da
bu ipuglarinn ayrrdinda olmadiginda, iletiyi yanhg anlayabilir ve istemheyen kimi olumsuz
tepkilerde bulunabilir (Gumperz ve Cook-Gumperz, 1982:18). Ornegin smif baglanu iginde
¢ok sik konugan Ofrenciler, Ogretmenin bakig agisma gére yaramaz, uslu durmayan
ogrencilerdir (Dorr-Bremme, 1990:399). Gumperz’ a gbre (1977; alnti Johnson 1995:42)
Ogrencilerin baglamlagtirma ipuglarmin ayirdina varmalari hedef dili kendilerinden emin bir
bicimde kullanabilmeleri igin bilyiik 6nem tagir, Siuf iginde Ggretmen tarafindan kullamilan
baglamlagtirma ipuglari, 6gretmenin hem konugmasi hem de s6zel olmayan hareketlerinden
olusur. Ornefin ses tonu, yiiz anlatisi bedensel durusu gibi. Bu gibi ipuglari, Sgretmenin
derste ne yapmak iizere olduguna iligkin bilgi vermektedir.

2.2.1 SOYLEM BELIRTECLERI

Etkilegimsel toplumdilbilim gercevesinde, kigilerin kullandiklan sézlii ya da yazili dil
incelenmektedir. Sozli ve yazili dil iki ayn soylem tiridir. So6zli sdylem dinleme, yazili
soylem ise okuma ile yorumlamr.

Séylem belirtegleri yoluyla
kisiler, konusma ve yazmada cesitli goriigleri birbirine baglar ve sozlerin baglamla ilgisini
kurarlar. Bu dilsel birimler, yaz: dili ve konugma dilinde benzer islevlerde bulunurlar; ancak
konusma dilinde ortaya c¢ikan belirtegler, sozdizimi yapis1 bakimdan daha cesitli ve
karmagiktir. Agagidaki 6rnekte, yazi dilinde ortaya ¢ikan belirteglerin kimi zaman konusma
dilinde de gorilebildigi ancak konugma dilinde kullanilan belirteglerin yazi dilinde
kullamlamadig belirtilmektedir (Nattinger ve De Carrico, 1992:79).

Bir
bagka gériise gore, anadili ingilizce olmayan kisiler Ingilizce konugtuklar1 zaman iletilerinde
smirlt sayida sOylem belirteci kullantyorlarsa iletiler, anadili Ingilizce olan kigilere anlagilir ve
tutarlh gelmemektedir. Bl‘ltncdenle, sOylem belirtelerinin varhgmin hedef dili daha anlagiir
kildig ileri siirtilmektedir (Segal v.d., 1991; alint1 Flowerdew ve Tauroza, 1995).
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2.2.2 SOYLEM BELIRTECLERI VE iSLEVLERI

Degisik bigimlerde adlandirilan sSylem belirteglerinin neler oldugu, hangi islevlerle dile
getirildikleri ve ne anlama geldikleri iizerine yapilan en kapsamli ¢aligma Schiffrin (1987)
tarafindan gergeklestirilmigtir. Schiffrin, ‘Discourse Markers’ (Soylem Belirtegleri) adh
kitabinda, sSylem belirteglerinin tiimcenin genelde baginda dile getirilen, 6zel ya da evrensel
sOylem yapiarmu belirten, tiimceden ayrildiginda iletinin anlamini degistirmeyen dilsel
birimler oldugunu belirtir. Schiffrin’e gére s6ylem belirtegleri ve sSylem bir tek yaklagima
gore degil, dilbilim, toplumbilim ve anlam bilimin gergevesinde incelenmelidir

Schiffrin (1987) yaptif1 kayitlardan yola ¢ikarak, konugmalarda kullanilan dokuz ayr
sOylem belirteci ortaya gikarmustir: ok, well, and, but, or, so, because, you know, I mean.
Lee (2001) bu gruba okay ve now, Smith ve Jucker (2000) all right, actually, anyway
belirteglerini de eklemigtir, Asagidaki boliimde, yapilan aragtirmalardaki ¢ziimlemelerde
sOylem belirteci olarak belirlenen well, I mean, you know, now, okay, and, but, or, so,

because, all right, actually, anyway belirtegleri ve iglevleri incelenmektedit.
2.2.2.1 WELL BELIRTECI VE ISLEVLERI

Soylem belirtegleri ile ilgili bilinen ilk ¢aligma Labov ve Fanshel (1977:156) tarafindan
well belirteci iizerine yapilmigtir. Labov ve Fanshel konugucularin daha Onceki tartigma
konusuna dénmek istediklerinde sézlerine well ile baglayabildiklerini belirtmiglerdir (Fraser,
1990). Well belirteci, baglama ve s6zcedeki konumuna gore ad, sifat ya da adil gibi sdzciik
tiirleri olarak adlandrrabilir. Bu belirteg, ‘kargithik belirtme’, ‘konudan konuya gegis belirtme’
ve ‘duraksama doldurma’ olmak tizere {i¢ ayr islevle dile getirilmektedir (Lee, 2001).

2.2.2.1.1 KARSITLIK BELIRTME

Kargiliklh konugma srrasinda dinleyici, kimi zaman konugucuya yonelttifi soruya kargihk
aldig1 yamtin kendi beklentisi dogrultusunda olmadigm belirtebilir. Bu durumda konusucu,
sdziine well belirtecini kullanarak baglayabilir. Weil belirteci, ortaya ¢ikan anlagmazliklar: ya
da goriis aynliklarini dile getiren bir gegit yumusgatici iglevinde ortaya ¢ikmaktadir. Wootton

Bu durumda da konugucu, wefl belirtecini kullanarak tiimiiyle bagka bir konuya
gecebilir (Lee, 2001). Konugma sirasmda konugucular, belli bir siraya gére konugurlar, Well
belirteci, bir s6z degisiminde konugma sirasmu baglatmaktadir (Sacks, Schegloff ve Jefferson,
1974; alint1 Schiffrin, 1987:102). Bir bagka degigle, dinleyici konumundaki kigi, konugmasina
well belirteci ile baglayabilir (Lee, 2001).

Boyle bir durumda welf
belirteci kullanilmazsa &teki konugucu ya da konugucular kendi konugma siralarimin geldigini
diislinebilirler. Konugucularm konugma siralarim nasil belirlediklerini anlatan bu kural, Sacks,
Schegloff ve Jefferson (1974) tarafindan ‘konugma siwrast kural’ olarak verilmigtir.
Konugucular verimli bilgi aktarmm saglamak ve konugma sirasmm kimie geldigini belirtmek
icin well belirtecini kullanirlar (Schiffrin, 1987). '

I mean belirteci, bir 6nceki ileti ile ilgili ‘Grnek verme’ ya da ‘duraksamalari doldurma’
amaciyla kullanilmaktadir (Lee, 2001).

2.2.2.2.1 ORNEKLENDIRME

I mean belirteci ile konugucu, bir dnceki sbziinii degistirerek iletiyi dinleyici igin daha
anlagilir bir duruma getirebilir. Bu belirteg, ‘that is’ ya da ‘in other words’ sdzlerinin yerine
kullamlabilir. Konugucu, iletisinin anlammm daha agik segik duruma getirmek icin I mean
diye s6ze baglayip yeni bir 6rnek ile konugmasi siirdiiriir. Bdylece, dinleyicinin konuya daha
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¢ok ilgi gOstermesini saglayabilir (Lee, 2001). I mean belirteci bu iglevleri diginda iletinin
anlagilmas: icin anadilde verilen 6rneklerin baginda da kullanilabilir (Gumperz, 1982).

Chaudron ve Richards da c¢aligmalarmda biiylik Olgekli belirteglerin  Sgrencilerin
Sgretmenin iletisini anlamalari agisindan Snemli oldugunu; ancak kiigiik Slgekli belirteglerin
aym boyutta bir etkisinin olmadifmi savunmuglardir. letinin anlastlmasmda kiigiik &lgekli
belirteglerin hicbir anlamsal degeri olmadiguu ortaya koyan bir bagka aragtirma da Segal v.d.
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(1991, almt1 Flowerdew ve Tauroza, 1995:436-437) tarafindan yiiriitiilmiis ve bu goriigiin iki
teme] dayanagi oldugunu belirtmiglerdir.

Baginti kurma iglevi aym zamanda, 6gretmen tarafindan On bilgi verme stratejisi olarak
kullanddigs  goriilebilmektedir Opretmenin amaci, &grencilere verdigi bilginin  yanlis
anlagiima olasihfm ortadan kaldirmaktir, Oprenciler, iletilen bu bilgiyi daha &nceki
deneyimlerine dayanarak bilyorlarsa iletinin anlagilmas: daha kolay olacakir.

Yapilan ¢Sziimlemede
okay ve all right belirteglerinin 6grencinin verdigi bir yanmiti, dgretmenin hem onaylamasi
hem de onaylamamast durumunda kullamldign belirlenmigtir. Ogrenci bir yanit verirken her
iki Ogretmen, Ggrencinin sdyledigini dikkatle dinlemekte ve g6z temasim siirdiirmektedir.

Yeterli sayida stylem belirteci icermeyen 6gretmen
konugmasi, 6grencilere iletideki bilgi bSlinmesine iligkin yeterli destegi saglayamaz (Brazil,
1985; Brown ve Yule, 1983; alinti Flowerdew ve Tauroza, 1995:437; Tsui, 1995:31). S6ylem
belirtegleri aym zamanda, 6gretmenin konusmasinin baginda ya da sonunda yer alarak yazihi
metinlerde kullanilan noktalama imleri gibidir.
