With the fast development of information technology, websites have come to
represent the main entrance for access to most institutions through fast
communications and responses to various requests. Electronic communication
achieved an actual scale to measure the efficiency of an institute especially with
regard to the exchange of information and electronic services. In this study, the main
purpose is to design and manage the new website of the College of Administration
and Economics — Diyala University by using ASP.Net 2010 and processing the
existing problems on the old website of the college, such as the traditional design and
management of the website contents as well as website usability and quality of
services and activities that are available to students and staff. The website has been

designed to diagnose and address the problems mentioned above. The tools are based

on designing and managing the website by using Microsoft Visual Studio 2010, and
ASP.Net, which includes the C# language. Moreover, the Microsoft Access 2010 was
also used to build the database of some pages. Therefore, the objective of this work,
which is to develop the website, has been accomplished properly. Finally, the
administrator is provided with all necessary tools to manage website contents easily
in addition to improvements in the usability of the website through navigation and

accessing information easily and more flexibly.

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CHAPTER 1

INTRODUCTION

With the fast development of the Internet and e-learning technology, the web site has
already become the main carrier of fast information distribution and the exchange of
information between institutions, companies and governments [1]. The rapid growth
of the Internet especially provides extensive sharing of information. Moreover, web
sites have become the main portal for entry into most institutions.

The establishment of web sites for administration and economics colleges arose from
the increasing demand for the existence of academic sites representing the college to
keep up with the rising pace in this field in the civilized world [2], in which networks
and web sites are integrated into faculty administrations through rapid
communications and responses to different requests which have become the actual
scale for measuring efficiency of any institute in the world today. The scale of
efficiency of a web site is dependent on its ability to satisfy the user’s need for
information, in addition to responding rapidly to users’ requests while ensuring
security and stability.

Currently most universities use web sites to provide students with interactive systems
which accelerate communication for the growth of knowledge in any field of study.
Students, with advanced computer training provided from home, are able to access
systems from any part of the world and access any material using the Web [3].

This study will include design and managing new web sites for the College of
Administration and Economics as well as improving the usability of web sites and

providing activities and services to the end user.



1.1 Scope of Study

The University of Diyala is one of a number of Iragi universities located in Diyala
province in the east of Iraq about 60 kilometers from Baghdad. It was established in
1999 and comprises four colleges after which it expanded to become fourteen
colleges in different fields and competencies. The study at University of Diyala
includes three programs: namely Bachelor, Master and Doctorate [4]. The College of
Administration and Economics — University of Diyala was established on 21 July
2009 and consists of two departments: Statistics and Economics. Both branches of
the college receive secondary school graduates in scientific and literary fields. The
College awards bachelor degrees in administration and economics.

The College of Administration and Economics is an academic institution which
combines education and training so as to upgrade scientific research, leadership and
behavior for students. Moreover, it takes into account the nature of reality and future
prospects by ensuring high quality and academic support to help improve education
at different stages of education.

The first web site of the College of Administration and Economics — University of
Diyala was designed in 2010 where there exist many problems on the old web site of
the College, such as the traditional design and the lack of activities and services,
which users need. Finally, the old web site of the College appears visually not unlike
a news channel due to the publishing a large number of news items, advertisements
and photographs, all of which reduce the value of the web site.

A proposed system can be put forward as a solution relating to the web site design
and the possibility of managing web site contents as well as improving the usability

of a web site and providing activities and services for end users.



1.2 Advantages and Challenges of the proposed web site

The advantages

The educational purpose is to deliver activities and services to students and staff.
Another advantage is to enhance communication with other institutions via the
webmail service of the College the purpose of which is the exchange of formal
papers between administrative units of the College with the administrative units of
the University. Moreover, it promotes the role of the media unit of the College by

covering activities and events that are related to the College or University.

The challenges

e This web site requires designers and developers with experience in designing and
managing web site content.

e The new web site is not available online due to the high cost of hosting. This
issue can be resolved through budget allocations by the Deanship of the College.

e The possibility of achieving user requirements such as quality of information and
services where necessary.

e The speed at which web site contents are updated, which in turn depends on the
quality of the Internet Service Provider and the quality of the server which hosts

the web site.

1.3 Problems of Study

In this study, a diagnostic of the problems of the old web site of the College of
Administration and Economics — University of Diyala was conducted and it was
found that the majority of the problems lie in the design and management of the
content of the web site. The interface of the web site and its pages is not available in
the English language, and this represents the greatest challenge facing web site users,
especially foreigners. Moreover, the email services of the web site are inactive. The
e-mail service represents the point of communication between the college and the
university in addition to being a communication service between students and staff of

the College. Almost every site page is empty; these pages do not contain the



databases and information that users need. Such pages include pages of the scientific
department, the research department and the alumni students department, all of
which contain no database. The final problems include the difficulty of usability and
quality of information and services that are required by users. When browsing a
current web site of the College, it appears to be not unlike a web site of a news
channel or electronic magazine, due in no small part to the overabundance of news
and pictures as well as the traditional design of the interface, which does not

represent an academic site as shown in Figure 1
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1.4 The Purpose of the Study

The aim of this study is to design and management a new web site for the College of
Administration and Economics — Diyala University using Microsoft Visual Studio
2010 Ultimate and ASP “Active Server pages” which has many tools to help the
designer to design and manage web content easily and more flexibly. The goals are
the processing of the existing problems of the old web site of the College and
improving management of web site content as well as enhancing the communication
between students and staff through creating accounts for each of them in order to
deliver information to students, such as lectures, courses schedules and results of
exams. Improving electronic education has become unavoidable in modern research
and developing education has also improved the usability of the web site thereby
enabling users to browse pages of the web site without difficulty or complexity.
Finally, the role of the media unit is activated so as to publish issues and activities of
the university and cover all scientific conferences which are held by the College or
University.

1.5 Importance of Study

The main entrance to any university or college is through its web site, which

represents a communication point between that university and the outside world. The

web site is expected to provide services to people, especially to students and
researchers. The importance of the study can be summarized as follows:

o The educational purpose through delivering activities and services to students,
researchers and academics;

o Insurance of communication between colleges and other institutions via the e-
mail service of the web site, especially operations of sending and receiving
formal papers.

o Activating the role of the media unit by publishing the issues and activities
relating to the University and covering scientific conferences that are held by the
College or University.

o Access to advanced centers in the classification of web sites through the creation
of an integrated web site that meets the requirements pertaining to the

educational process.



o Creating special accounts for the College in social media networks, such as
Facebook, Twitter and Google Plus and publishing the activities and events of the

college by placing links of web sites onto social media sites.

1.6 Contribution to the Field

This study will include designing and managing the web site for the College of
Administration and Economics — University of Diyala by using specialized software
such as Visual Studio 2010 and ASP.Net to deal with databases through insertion,
updating and retrieval of data. ASP.Net is used to design and manage web sites so as
to enable users to control site contents in addition to activating webmail services.
The purpose of webmail is the exchange of information and formal papers between
college units and other institutions as well as creating new accounts for each staff
member to maintain contact with students. Additionally, one can create an account
for the College web site on social media sites such as Facebook, Twitter and Google
Plus and publishing all activities and events that occur at the College by placing the
link of the College web site onto social networking sites. The evaluation of the web
site is dependent on the quality of the information and services that are offered to

users, especially students and staff.

The questions arising from the aim of the study are as follows:

e How does one design the web site of the College?

e How does one manage the web content?

e How does one provide web sites in more than one language?

e How does one achieve usability?

e How does one advantageously utilize the e-mail service of the web site?

e How does one publish news, advertisements and activities of the College?



CHAPTER 2

BACKGROUND AND LITERATURE REVIEW

2.1 Background

Website Management Model is a framework for organizing the activities such as
usability, accessibility, publishing and security of site administration. Therefore, it
identifies the people, processes, technology and other resources you need to support
a website [5].

The Website Content Management System “WCMS” is a foundational website
application platform for website design and information distribution also is an
auxiliary tool system for website development [6]. It enables the programmer to
rapidly develop, maintain and manage the high performance dynamic website [7].
This study includes possibility design and manage website contents by using
software ASP.Net that is part of “Microsoft Visual Studio 2010 environment.
ASP.Net is a web application framework developed by Microsoft where allow
programmers to build dynamic page and static page of websites as well as allows to
use a full featured programming language such as C# to build web applications easily
[8] where contain several tools that enable programmer to design and manage the
website contents easily and more flexible.

The database of website will design by using ASP.Net as well as Microsoft access
2010 where enables user to design and manage database of website.

2.2 Literature Review

A literature review is collected and read all the relevant studies with title of thesis
where review should describe, evaluate summaries and explain this literature in
addition to give a theoretical base for the thesis.

In this part, the attention will be on the scientific references that specialized in
management and development the websites of universities or institutes as well as the

usability of website and possibility of accessing to site pages. There are many studies

in this fields some of these studies are for universities and the other studies for
institutions. The following is a summary of each study in terms of its goals,

importance and the conclusions reached by.

2.2.1 Literature review which have relation with website management

There are many studies specialist in the websites management especially the
educational websites. In this part it can know methodology to website management
through what come in the literature review [9], [10], [11], [12], [14] and [15].

The main objective of study [19] is possibility of finding solutions for processing the
defects and limitation of traditional website management, as well as using specialist
software in the design and mange websites contents such as Microsoft Visual Studio
ASP.Net, PHP and Microsoft SQL Server. Moreover, the mode of website
management is the inevitable trend in universities website construction and

management. It is the effective way to promote the website management level.

Conclusions of this study are focused on the website group management model that
includes new generation and independent work in the management and development
website of university. In addition to implemented project of website group platform
that processed most of administrative problems through classifies the administrator
into system administrator and secondary administrator where distribution the tasks
for each administrator. The system administrator represented on the top level of the
administrators where oversees the conduct of operations and the distribution of tasks.
The second type of administrator called “sub website administrators” responsible on

the update, edit and delete the website contents.

The aim of study [10] is improve website management by using web content
management system, this system includes three layers are: frontend layer, backend
layer and graphical layer. Frontend layer manages the web through structure and
presents the content that interacts with the end user. The backend layer manages
content of web by database management system “DBMS” through deploying and

storage content.



The last layer related with visual design and information strategy. On the other hand
the software platform use for building websites and web applications, also create and

represent different pages dependent on user requirement.

Conclusions of this study are lies in the easily of manage the website contents
through distribution administrative tasks to more team under the supervision web
content management system. However, the web content management platform
should be selected based on flexibility in terms of content delivery, content updates
and custom functionality. The approach of web content management system enables
the user to get access to information in a flexible way through a graphical user
interface an easy to use.

The aim of study [11] is achieving the requirements of users through a flexible
system configuration as well as the operation of building a specific site should be
characterized by the rapidity and easily of setting where the quality of the
information needed by the user. Beside that support the website of essential software
that help to open most types of files, such as PDF and adobe flash player that client
does not require installing extra program, making the system management and use is
very convenient. Finally focused on flexibility and usability in navigate the pages of
website.

Conclusion of the study the main idea of content management system CMS is the
separation of content management and design. Page design is stored in the template
where the content is stored in a database. Protect system data from unauthorized
access through supporting website secure system to be more safety. Page rank
algorithm mean if a page is referenced in many other web pages, this page is likely to
be important page; a page has not been repeated despite the reference, but was an

important reference page.

The aim of study [12] is designing and implementing website by students group of
university using “Wikis” is a web site that allows for collaboration from a group of
users who can edit, add, remove, and change the content of web pages within the site
through creating small website for example website of school, student club,
company, the website include at least eight web pages using a consistent navigation

scheme.



It can conclude from this study that using sites that specialized in building and
designing websites, such as “Wikis” which considered useful for training the student
to design and manage traditional website but, unable to design big website.

To sum up there are many of educational sites specialist in the designing and
management the website where considered useful for beginners’ designers that using

to construction the small sites, but does not provide all tools to building integral sites.

The aim of study [14] WCMS enable programmer to manage the pages of websites
easily. Beside that WCMS that considered one of the most popular content
management systems. Its flexible architecture and scalability can best meet the needs

of the webmaster.

Conclusion of the study that WCMS has enjoyed a very good reputation for its
safety, stability and usability as well as the WCMS represented basic tool of
construction the website for governments, enterprises, media and education. It

provides a common solution for all levels of webmasters.

In the study [15] the WCMS software provides authoring tools designed to allow
users with little knowledge of programming to design, create and manage web
content easily. The non-technical staff in certain restrictions of rules, workflow to
create and processes manages, edit, and control a large, dynamic collection of web
content such as HTML documents, video, audio, and images.

Conclusion of the study WCMS adopt three layers technical architecture to manage
and design the system of website, which consist of presentation layer, persistence
layer and business logic layer.

Presentation layer can provide model data and is responsible for providing the user
interface to interact with the applications.

Persistence layer offers possibility for data update and retrieval, transaction
management, database connection pooling, programmatic also declarative queries,
and declarative entity relationship management.

The last layer is business logic layer or services this layer allowing interfaces for
interaction with other layers, managing dependencies among business level objects,

adding flexibility between the presentation layer and the persistence layer.
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2.2.2 Literature review which have relation with usability of websites

There are many studies related with website usability especially the educational
websites. In this part it can know methodology to website usability through what
come in the literature review [13], [16], [17]

The aim of study [13] is demonstrates the usability of website and easily of
navigation website pages through simple user interface. The evaluation websites of
University in Jordan has dependent on the usability of educational websites through
categorized into three parts. The first one is employed in identifying usability
problems are evaluator-based methods, user-based, the last one is tool-based method.
Moreover, the usability represents the range to which a website can be used by
specified users to achieve specified objectives with efficiency, effectiveness, and

satisfaction in a specified context of use.

It can inferences study that evaluation the usability of university websites and to
discover the weak and strong design. In addition to investigate usability of
educational websites from the viewpoint of students, and ask them to report
qualitatively what they disliked and liked concerning the design of the tested
websites. Finally, the usability dependent on the several basic elements such as,

navigation, accessibility, designing, architecture and contents of website.

In the study [16] this study defines the usability of websites by making survey that
includes 41 questions were carved out. These questions had been collected under 6
factors; learnability, controllability, helping, appearance, -effectiveness and
satisfaction. On the other hand the learning level dependent on the number of student

whose use the website and how well the student website interaction occurs.

Conclusion of this study includes distance education websites is beneficial to the
students learning efforts if achieved the usability concepts. The purpose of this study
lies in analyze type of relationship occurred between students’ perception of distance
education in relation to age and gender, as well as determine the usability level of a
website. The results of this study dependent on the demographic characteristics of the
students participating in the study by making statistics included participants by

gender, age, department and geographic region of living
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The purpose of the study [17] is identifying the usability issues and the effect of

the email system then evaluates the language used as well as puts forward some

website suggestions. However, usability refers to the ease with which visitors are

able to use a website where the goals of most visitors are to find out enough

information they need.

It can conclude from this study that most of website usability dependent on providing

the following basic elements:

o Designing the interface and pages should be harmonic especially choosing the
colors, font size, font type and coordination between the site contents.

o Languages available : Language and expression are very important for the
users to understand the context of the website

o Navigation the website pages and possibility of accessing to information easily.

o Email system is used as a communication and interactive tool by a website.

2.2.3 Other studies

There are other studies [18] and [19] about quality of websites also websites
designing. The objective of study [18] is evaluating website quality dependent on the
model of evaluation process this model focus on the activities to be completed to
evaluate the quality. However, website quality dependent on possibility of achieving
the usability and accessibility of website contents. The website should be satisfied
the end-users as well as website quality dependent on the services quality and
quantity of information which interact with end user.

It can conclude from this study that focused on the problem of introducing a
framework to give a conceptual basis for a website quality evaluation process. On the
other hand diagnostic the problems of website evaluation quality by using an
approach based on a model for quality of services as well as, determine and analyses

the quality gaps and provide appropriate solutions.

The aim of study [19] User-based design is a relatively original idea for website
design whose final aim is to design user-friendly interfaces which are easy and
convenient for most kinds of users to operate. The perfect design dependent on an
achieving the following conditions: usability, quality of contents and possibility of

accessing to information. In addition to choosing the colors, font size, font type and
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coordination between the site contents.

It can inferences from this study during the development phases, the researchers have
applied the user based design concept with the collection and analysis of information,
also provide services and activities for user. The Language and expression are very
important for the users to understand the context of the website and to helpful for
foreign students where most of academic sites have more than language beside native

language.

2.3 Discussion

After analysis the previous studies and look at the experiences and the details of the
techniques used in management and development websites where accessing to the
following conclusions.

it can be agree with [9], [10] and [11] about adopting a specific solutions for
problems of traditional management by using WCMS which simplify operations and
actions for content management, as well as, its strong extendibility, flexible
architecture, and scalability can best meet the needs of the webmaster.

The study [12] is useful for training the student to design and manage traditional
website but, this site “Wikis” unable to design big sites because of does not provide
all tools to building big sites.

In sources [14] and [15] it is normal to agree with them especially in the method of
distribution the administration tasks as well as adopt modern technical to manage and
design the system of website also separation between site contents and possibility of

accessing to pages easily. It provides a common solution for all levels of webmasters.

In sources [13] and [16] both of them focused on the usability which consider a very
important for website evaluation where dependent on the quality and quantity of
information which user need it. The study [13] dependent a comparison between nine
sites of universities where the evaluation of these sites was on the basis of usability

In [16] dependent on the survey which was includes set of questions for evaluation
the websites as well as distance education websites created with respect to the

usability concepts will be beneficial to the students learning.
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In sources [18] and [19] both of them focused on the designing and quality of
information which using to building educational sites as well as diagnostic and
analyses the quality gaps and provide appropriate solutions. These studies can be
useful for evaluation the educational sites.

The study [17] considered the best of all previous studies because it covered most of
concepts which helping in the management and development the educational sites as

well as focused on the factors which lead to build integrated educational site.

From all of the above, it is considered ideal in solving the problems facing the
process of website management of college it can be said that website building and
the analysis of the study problem by using appropriate tools and the components
Hardware and Software to access the required aims in management and development
the website of College. However, there are some constrains that may face the website
construction for example, technical, financial and human obstacles by training
courses for the admins about website management, these constraints can be

overcome and achieving academic site.
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CHAPTER 3

METHODOLOGY

In this study, we will design a new web site application for the College of
Administration and Economics — Diyala University and build pages for the web site.
This operation includes three steps. The first step is designing the site interface using
Microsoft Visual Studio 2010 and ASP.Net. The second step is building the site pages
which include static pages and dynamic pages.

These pages will be built using two programming languages, the first of which being
ASP.Net, which is considered to be the most popular language and most powerful
way to develop interactive web applications as well as the most flexible tool for
building interactive web sites where programmatic logics. In this layer, C#
programming language codes are used. ASP.Net is part of the Microsoft Visual
Studio environment, which contains a code editor, a compiler to detect errors and a
designer to build web sites [20].

The second language, Hypertext Markup Language (HTML), is the language of
computer coding used to convert ordinary text into active text for display and use on
the Web [21].

The last step is building a database of some pages of web sites by using Microsoft
Access 2010, which enables the user to design and manage databases easily and more

flexibly.

3.1 What are the Benefits of a Web site?

Most people visit a web site for three basic reasons:
e To access information needed by a user;
e For educational, recreational or commercial purposes; and

e For communication and exchange of information.
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3.2 The Basic Elements of Building a Web site

e Hardware: This element includes all devices and tools, such as computers,
printers, scanners, cameras, routers, servers, which help to design and implement
web sites. Hardware can range from a single personal computer to a single
computer in a group of computers or a set off computers.

e Software: includes the types of software, such as ASP.Net, PHP, HTML, CSS,
Java Script, SOL Server, used in the design and management of web sites. This
software has integrated tools to design static pages and dynamics pages in
addition to tools to build databases for the storage of information.

e People: This part encompasses the set of designers, developers, administrators
and end users who work together to manage and develop the contents of the web
site, in addition to testing and updating the site on a daily basis. The web site
developers are expected to communicate with end-users and understand their
requirements.

e Information: this element is the most important in web site creation because the
value of the web is dependent on the quality and quantity of information and the
value of the database through interactions with end-users also providing the site
with all information that users need. The database of the web enables the user to
access information flexibly through an easy-to-use graphical user interface.

e Procedures: This component refers to the rules and instructions which manage
and design the web site. The administrators who run the database need to

document any procedures on how to store and retrieve data and information.

3.3 Requirements Analysis for the Database of a Web site

This is determined according to the actual needs of the College. The important issue
in building a database of the web site is in meeting the needs of the college and the
end-user. However, we can analyse the construction of a web site through what came
in previous studies which were mentioned in Chapter 2. These studies depended on
designing and managing web site contents. Firstly, this entailed designing the
interface of the web site and building the pages according to web site requirements.

Secondly, controlling the web contents by was carried out by using a content
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management system, such as updates of the site, adding new pages or removing
pages. Finally, a database for a web site includes the essential information that meets

user needs.

3.4 Web Site Management Model

Web Site Management Model “WMM?” is a framework for the regulation of all the
contents and activities of site administration. That is, it identifies the users,
processes, technologies and other resources needed to support and develop the web
site. [6]

A set of management tasks includes:

* Web site Development

* Web site Maintenance

* Web site Infrastructure

» Web site Governance

To introduce the model, we will begin with a brief overview of the elements from
which it is composed. These elements represent the basic structure to construct an

integrated web site.

3.4.1 Web site development

This part encompasses the set of designers, programmers and technicians who are
responsible for adding, modifying and removing the contents of the web site, in
addition to testing and updating the site on a daily basis [6].

Web site developers are expected to communicate with end-users and understand

their needs.

3.4.2 Web site maintenance

This part consists of a set of engineers, technicians and specialists in processing any
technical problems in addition to testing the software and improving web site
performance in order to ensure the operational integrity of a site [6]. The committee
of maintenance is responsible for fixing all technical problems such as service
quality and speed of response in addition to repairing devices, conductors and other

parts of the system.
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3.4.3 Web site governance

This element is one of the most crucial for the construction of any web site where the
presiding elements of maintenance and development as well as controlling and
monitoring of all activities and events through supervising on the workflow
operations is considered to be important [6]. The objective of Web site governance is
to ensure a controlled approach to site management — from planning and design

through to maintenance and infrastructure.

3.4.4 \Web site infrastructure

To construct any web site, there must be available infrastructure including all tools
and requirements, such as hardware, software and laboratories [6]. Web site
infrastructure embraces all activities, resources and staff skills and experience, all of
which lead to creating an integrated web site. Without infrastructure, it is impossible
to produce a perfect web site as a response for all user requirements.

3.5 Description and Structure Design the Web site

Before starting to design a site interface, the basic tools and software should be

included:

e ASP.NET, an open source server-side Web application framework designed for
Web development to produce dynamic Web pages. It was developed by Microsoft
to allow programmers to design and build dynamic web sites, web applications
and web services. [20]

e Cascading Style Sheets (CSS), a style sheet language used for describing the look
and formatting a document written in a markup language while most often used
to change the style of web pages and user interfaces written in HTML and
XHTML [21] to help designers to build and design web site interfaces.

e Microsoft Access 2010 to build the database of a web site.
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3.6 Web site Structure

3.6.1 Headers

The header can be likened to miniature versions of the main page that sit atop each
page and do many of the things that home pages do, but in a limited space. Headers
provide site identity and global navigation, with search, logo and other tools
according to the type of web site. The web site header of the College should consist
of the following fields (as shown in figure 2):

e Name of College and University;

e Logo of the College;

e Language button;

e Search button;

e Webmail button.

3.7 Logical Structure Design of Web Interface

In this study, we will be designing the web interface and building pages using
ASP.Net, which is part of the Microsoft Visual Studio 2010 environment, by
segmenting the main page into three regions: Header, Body and Footer, each of
which contain a set of codes behind the page design according to the type of content
existing in the main interface. When designing a web site, the following elements
should be emphasized:
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e Colors, which should be coordinated, especially on the home page;
e Size and type of font;

e Navigation pages of the web;

e Accessibility;

e Coordination between content of the web; and

e Dimensions of site interface and pages.

3.8 Web Site Programming

The operation of designing and building any web site requires a high level
programming language such as ASP.Net, the content of which contains basic tools
that enable users to create static and dynamic pages with flexible control in page
properties. After designing the main page and building it, databases should be
provided for most pages by using Microsoft SOL Server or Microsoft Access 2010.

3.8.1 Whatis ASP.Net?

ASP.Net is a web application framework developed by Microsoft to build dynamic
data-driven web applications and services. ASP.Net is considered to be the most
popular and most powerful way to develop interactive Web Applications and is also
the most flexible tool for building interactive web sites. Programmatic logics and
algorithms are used with the .cs file extension. In this layer, C# programming

language codes are used [20].

Why ASP.Net?

e [t allows users to design and manage web sites by providing all necessary tools.
e [t enables users to control and manage web content easily.

e [tisapowerful and flexible tool for building interactive web sites.

e [t enables users to change the contents of sites easily and rapidly.

e It enables users to build web applications or windows applications.
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3.8.2 Cascading Style Sheets

Cascading Style Sheets CSS is a style sheet language used to describe the look and
format of a document written in a markup language. While most often used to change
the style of web pages, the user interfaces are written in HTML and XHTML [21].
This is a very powerful, flexible and easy language to use. However, CSS is designed
primarily to enable the separation of document contents from document presentation,
and includes such elements as layout, colors and fonts. This separation can improve

content accessibility and provide more flexibility.

3.8.3 Microsoft Access 2010

Microsoft Access is a database management system from Microsoft that combines the
relational Microsoft Jet Database Engine with a graphical user interface and
software-development tools. Microsoft Access is perfectly suitable for work
requirements [22].

Microsoft Access enables users to design and manage databases easily and more
flexibly in addition to editing, adding, deleting and reporting on all contents of a

database.

3.9 Database of Website

When designing the main page of a web site, a database should be built which
includes information needed by users. ASPNet has many tools which enable
designers and administrators to design web pages and build databases for each page
according to page requirements as well as using Microsoft Access 2010 to building

some pages of website.

3.10 Description and Structure Design of Database

In this study, we will use Microsoft Access 2010 to create some tables relating to
department, staff, students, courses and employee. In the following tables show the
logical construction of the data in the main tables, The staff information table is

3.13 Website Protection

Web site security is a very important issue due to the Web being widely used in
public life. Moreover, it suffers from attacks due in no small part to its
interconnection, openness and other features [23]. A user with entry permission and
who manages site contents is called “Admin.” The admin page should include a
username and password in order to prevent unauthorized access to the control panel
and database of the web site. Additionally, the admin page should be hidden so as not

to appear on the main page and so that only the user “Admin” can access it.

3.14 Results of the System Designed

After analyzing the previous studies and looking at the experiences and details of the
techniques used in designing and managing web sites, the author has compiled the
information to design and build a web site for the College of Administration and
Economics. This web site facilitates access to the College in addition to facilitating
the dissemination of information through publishing activities and issues concerning
the College or University.

The main objective was to design and manage
college web sites by using Microsoft Visual Studio 2010 Ultimate and ASP.Net, which
contains many tools to help the designer to produce and manage web content easily
and more flexibly and to process most problems on the old web site of the college in
addition to enhancing communication between students and staff by delivering
lectures, exam dates and exam results. The functions for which they were designed
have been achieved. In this study, two programming languages were used to design
and manage the web site including ASP.Net, which includes the C# language. The
second language used is HTML with Microsoft Access being used to build databases
for some pages of the web site. This web site will link the college to the outside
world via the Internet, where each user is able to access and browse the web site
easily and take advantage of the contents of the web site. In addition, this web site
can promote the management of the college to carry out its tasks efficiently
through the exchange of formal papers between college units by using the email service
of the web site. The web site enables the media unit in the college to publish all news,
activities and conferences which occur at the college or university. The proposed web
site has achieved the purpose of this study, which includes the possibility of
designing and managing the web site of the College of Administration and
Economics - University of Diyala. The characteristics of this web site are the answer
to most of the questions raised from the purpose of this study. The scale of efficiency
of the web site is dependent on its ability to satisfy the user’s requirements for the
quality of information. Currently most universities use web sites to provide students
and staff with interactive systems which accelerate communication and increase

knowledge in every field of study.
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
